General safety warnings for trim-

mers

injury.

» Save all safety warnings and instruc-
tions for future reference.

» The term machine in the warnings refers
to your mains-operated (corded) machines
or battery-operated (cordless) machines.

Work area safety

» Keep work area clean and well lit. Clut-
tered or dark areas invite accidents.

» Do not operate the machine in explo-
sive atmospheres, such as in the pres-
ence of flammable liquids, gases or
dust. Machines create sparks which may
ignite the dust or fumes.

» Keep children and bystanders away
while operating the machine.

Electrical safety

» Maintain trimmers with care. Check
for misalignment or binding of moving
parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the operation
of the machine. Have damaged parts re-
paired before using the machine. Many
accidents are caused by poorly maintained
machines.

> Keep cutting tools sharp and clean.
Properly maintained cutting tools with
sharp cutting edges are less likely to bind
and are easier to control.

» Use the machine, accessories, appli-
cation tools, etc. According to these
instructions. Take the working condi-
tions and the work to be performed into
account. Use of machines for operations
different from those intended could result
in a hazardous situation.

Battery tool use and care
» The battery is not fully charged when
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shipped. To ensure full battery perfor-
mance, fully charge the battery before first
use.

» Use the battery only in combination with
your P.I.T. This is the only way to prevent
dangerous battery overload.

» Charge batteries only with chargers rec-
ommended by the manufacturer. A charger
designed for certain types of batteries may
present a fire hazard when used with other
batteries.

» Only use batteries specified for this pur-
pose in power tools. Use of other batteries
may result in personal injury and fire haz-
ard.

Service

» Have your machine serviced by a qual-
ified repair person using only identical
replacement parts. This ensures that the
safety of your machine is maintained.

» Never service damaged battery packs.
Service of battery packs should only be
performed by the manufacturer or autho-
rized service providers.

Application

» Never operate the machine if the cord is

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damaged or worn.

Never replace non-metallic cutting ele-
ments with metal cutting elements.
Never repair the garden tool yourself
unless you are qualified to do so.
Other persons and animals should
remain or be kept a suitable distance
away when using the garden tool. The
operator is responsible for third parties in
the work area.

Wait until the cutting head has com-
pletely stopped before touching it.The
cutting head continues to rotate after the
trimmer is switched off; a rotating cutting
head can cause injury.

Work only in daylight or in good artifi-
cial light.

Avoid operating the trimmer in bad
weather conditions especially when
there is a risk of lightning.

Operating the trimmer in wet grass de-
creases the efficiency of performance.
When transporting, switch the machine
off and remove the battery.

Always ensure a safe working position
when working with the trimmer. Always
keep your hands and feet at a safe dis-
tance from rotating parts.

Keep the balance all the time while trim-
ming to prevent falling over.

Take care when placing product on
floor, as it may become a trip hazard.
Remove the battery before replacing
the spool.

Inspect and maintain the trimmer regu-
larly.

Always wear gloves when cleaning
product or replacing cutting means.

Be careful of injuries from the blade
used for cutting the cutting line. After
feeding cutting line, always return the trim-
mer to a horizontal orking position before
switching on.

Switch the machine off and re-
move the battery.

working with the battery pack.

WARNING: Use only original P.L.T.

The use of batteries not manufactured by

P.I.T. or batteries that have been modified

may result in battery explosion, fire, personal

injury or property damage. This will also au-
tomatically void the P.L.T. for tool and charger

device P.L.T.

» Before using the battery pack, read all

instructions and warning labels on the

charger, battery pack, and tools powered
by the battery pack.

Do not disassemble the battery pack.

Do not drop or hit the battery pack.

Do not use a damaged battery pack

If the operating time of the battery pack is

significantly shortened, stop using it imme-

diately. Otherwise, the unit may overheat,
resulting in burns and even an explosion.

» If electrolyte gets into your eyes, rinse
them with plenty of clean water and seek
medical attention immediately. This can
lead to vision loss.

» Do not short the contacts of the battery
pack with each other:

(1) Do not touch the contacts with any con-

ductive objects.

(2) Do not store the battery pack in a con-

tainer with other metal objects such as nails,

coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose the battery pack to water or

rain. Shorting the contacts of the battery pack

together can cause high current, overheating,
possible burns, and even breakage of the
pack.

» Do not store the tool and battery pack
where the temperature can reach or ex-
ceed 50 °C (122 °F).

» Do not throw the battery pack into a fire,
even if it is severely damaged or com-
pletely out of order. The battery pack may
explode if exposed to fire.

» Gas may be released if the battery is dam-
aged or misused. Provide fresh air and if
you have any complaints, consult a doctor.
Gases can cause respiratory irritation.

» Clean the battery ventilation slots from
time to time with a soft, dry and clean
brush.

» Charge the battery pack without complete-
ly discharging it. Be sure to stop using the
tool and charge the unit if you notice a de-
crease in tool power.

» Never recharge a fully charged battery

pack. Overcharging shortens battery life.

» Charge the battery pack at room tempera-
ture. Allow a hot battery pack to cool be-
fore charging.

» Charge the lithium-ion battery pack if you
will not use the tool for a long time (more
than six months).

» Do not open the battery, otherwise there is
a danger of a short circuit.

» Protect the battery from high temperatures,
such as prolonged exposure to the sun,
fire, water and moisture. There is a risk of
explosion.

» Store the battery between 0 and 45°C. Do
not leave the battery in the car in summer.

» The supplied lithium-ion batteries must be
used in accordance with the requirements
of the dangerous goods legislation.

For commercial shipments, such as by a third

party or freight forwarder, special warnings

Assembly

» Caution: switch the garden tool off and
remove the battery before performing any
maintenance.

» Installing or removing battery cartridge

To remove the battery cartridge, slide it from

the tool while sliding the button on the front of

the cartridge.

To install the battery cartridge, align the

tongue on the battery cartridge with the

groove in the housing and slip it into place.
Insert it all the way until it locks in place with a
little click. If you can see the red indicator on
the upper side of the button, it is not locked
completely.

Tool / battery protection system

The tool is equipped with a tool/battery pro-
tection system. This system automatically
cuts off power to the motor to extend tool and
battery life.

The tool will automatically stop during opera-
tion if the tool or battery is placed under one
of the following conditions. In some condi-
tions, the indicators light up.

Overload protection

If the tool is overloaded by entangled weeds
or other debris, the tool stops automatically,
and indicators blink. In this situation, turn the
tool off and stop the application that caused
the tool to become overloaded. Then turn the
tool on to restart.

Overheat protection for tool

When the tool is overheated, the tool stops
automatically, and the battery indicator blink
about 60 seconds. In this situation, let the tool
cool down before turning the tool on again.
Overdischarge protection

When the battery capacity becomes low, the
tool stops automatically. If the product does
not operate even when the switches are op-
erated, remove the batteries from the tool and
charge the batteries.

Power switch action

1.Main power button

Press and hold the main power button for
some seconds to turn on the tool.

To turn off the tool, press and hold the main
power button again.

1.Lock-off lever  2.Switch trigger

To prevent the switch trigger from being acci-
dentally

pulled, a lock-off lever is provided.

To start the tool, grasp the rear handle (the
lock-off lever is released by the grasp) and
then pull the switch trigger.

To stop the tool, release the switch trigger.
Note: The tool is automatically turned off after
the tool is left one minute without any opera-
tions.

Speed adjusting

1.Main power button

You can adjust the tool speed by tapping the
main power button.

Each time you tap the main power button, in-
dicator lights up.
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Nylon cutting head (optional ac-

cessory)

Notice: The bump feed will not operate prop-
erly if the head is not rotating.

1.Most effective cutting area

The nylon cutting head is a dual string trim-
mer head provided with a bump & feed mech-
anism.

To cause the nylon cord to feed out, the
cutting head should be bumped against the
ground while rotating.

Note: If the nylon cord does not feed out while
bumping the head, rewind/replace the nylon
cord by following the procedures described
under “Maintenance”.

Installing the grip

Note: The power switch should be turned
off before performing any operations on the
mower (brush cutter). Always wear protective
gloves!

Note:Before starting the lithium-ion brush cut-
ter, make sure it is fully installed.

-Place the handle on the handle frame. When
facing the tool, the lever must be on the right
side.

-Attach the handle end to the handle frame
and attach the clip to it. Use four bolts to loos-
en it for adjustment.

-Adjust the handle angle and tighten all bolts
evenly with a hex wrench.

Installing the guard

Observe the applicable safety standards and
use only the combination of tools/protective
devices shown in the diagram.

Always use Royal Garden original blade /
nylon grass head

-The blade must be fully polished without
cracks or breakage. If the blade hits a rock
during operation,immediately turn off the en-
gine and inspect the blade.

-Grind or replace the blade every three hours
of operation.

-If the nylon cutter hits the stone during opera-
tion,immediately turn off the engine and check
the nylon cutter.

Note: For personal safety and in order to
comply with accident prevention regulations,

appropriate protective devices should always
be installed. It is forbidden to operate the
equipment without the guards installed.

» Secure the protective device (1) and (4)
to the clamp (3) using two bolts M6x25 (2).
» When using a nylon cutter or metal cut-
ter, the protective device (1) and (4) should
is loaded.

Installing metal cutter/nylon cutter

The blade or nylon grass head can be easily
replaced by first turning the device upside
down.

A€

Insert the hex wrench into the hole in the
gearbox and turn the washer (3) with a hex
wrench until it locks.

-Use a socket wrench to loosen the nut (1)
(left-hand thread) and remove the nut (1) and
the blade platen (2).

» Install the blade onto the shank so that
the rail of the shims (3) engages the shaft
hole in the blade. Install the clamp wash-
er (2) and secure the insert with the nut/
spring washer (1).

» Note: Gloves should be worn throughout
the operation of the blade.

Note: The nuts (and spring washers) that hold
the blades are consumables. If the spring
washer is worn or deformed, replace the nut.
» Note: When installing a nylon cutter, it is
not necessary to use the blade presser (2)
and the nut (1). The nylon cutter should be
located above the gasket (3).

» Screw the nylon cutter onto the shaft.

» Make sure the blade rotates counter-
clockwise.

Operating

Correct operation of the tool

Warning: Special care must be tak-
en at all times to control the tool. Do
not bias the tool towards itself or the

work area. Failure to carefully control the ma-
chine may result in serious injury to the tool
operator or nearby personnel.
Correct posture
Warning: Be sure to place the tool
on the right hand side so that the
bar always puts the tool in front of
your body to maximize control and reduce the
risk of damage from rebound.
» Pass your head and left shoulder
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through the shoulder strap as shown,
place it on your left shoulder and place
the tool on the right hand side so that the
lever is always in front of your body.

» Fixed shoulder strap

1.Shoulder strap 2.Hanger

Hang the shoulder strap on your left shoul-
der. Make sure it does not fall off easily when
pulled. Hang the tool as shown.

Adjust the position of hanger and shoulder
strap

To change the position of the hanger, use the
included wrench to loosen the set screw on
the hanger and then move the hanger.

Maintenance
Warning: Always be sure that the
tool is switched off and battery car-
tridge is removed before attempting
to perform inspection or maintenance on the
tool. Failure to switch off and remove the bat-
tery cartridge may result in serious personal
injury from accidental start-up.
Note: Never use gasoline, benzine, thinner,
alcohol or the like. Discoloration, deformation
or cracks may result.
Replacing the nylon cord
Warning: Never use metal wire,
rope or the like. Use recommended
nylon cord only, otherwise it may
cause damage to the tool and result in serious
personal injury.Make sure that the cover of
the nylon cutting head is secured to the hous-
ing properly as described below. Failure to
properly secure the cover may cause the ny-
lon cutting head to fly apart resulting in seri-
ous personal injury.
» Take off cover from housing, pressing
two latches which are slotted section op-
positely on side of housing.
» Cut a nylon line in 3 m. Fold the cutting
line in two halves, leave one of half longer
80 - 100 mm than another. (1.80-100mm)
» Hook the middle of the new nylon cord to
the notch located at the center of the spool
between the 2 channels provided for the nylon
cord.Wind both ends firmly around the spool
in the direction marked on the head for right
hand direction indicated by RH.
» Wind all but about 100 mm of the cords,
leaving the ends temporarily hooked through
a notch on the side of the spool.
» Mount the spool on the cover so that the
grooves and protrusions on the spool match
up with those on the cover. Now, unhook the
ends of the cord from their temporary position

and feed the cords through the eyelets to
come out of the cover.

» Align the protrusion on the underside of the
cover with the slots of the eyelets. Then push
the cover firmly onto the housing to secure it.
Make sure the latches fully spread in the
cover.
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Before asking for repairs, conduct your own inspection first.
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If you find a problem that is not ex-

plained in the manual, do not attempt to dismantle the tool.
For repairs, contact an authorized service center.

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Maintenance and service
Maintenance and cleaning
» Before any work on the machine itself
(e. G. Maintenance, tool change, etc.)
As well as during transport and stor-
age, remove the battery from the power
tool. There is danger of injury when unin-
tentionally actuating the on/off switch.
For safe and proper working, always
keep the machine and ventilation slots
clean.
Clean the trimmer after each use. Remove
dirt and grass residues from the trimmer
body.
WARNING! Be careful when cleaning the
protective cover. Wear gloves to protect your
hands from injury
» Clean the device regularly with a damp
cloth and a little liquid soap. Do not use
cleaners or solutions; they can damage the
plastic parts of the device. Make sure that
water does not get inside the device. Wa-
ter entering an electrical device increases
the risk of electric shock.
Service
» Have your power tool repaired only by
qualified personnel using original spare
parts. This ensures safety power tool.
A list of authorized service centers can be
found on the official website of P.I.T. link:
