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Safety instructions
General safety instructions for the pneu-
matic stapler

Before using stapler, read the in-
Astruction manual carefully and

consult a specialist if you have
any questions. Keep this manual carefully in
a place accessible for future reference. A user
who has not studied the instructions should
not be allowed to work with stapler. Only per-
sonnel who are experienced with equipment
that produces and uses compressed air may
be allowed to work. Compressed air is a
source of potential danger, so care must be
taken when using the compressor and pneu-
matic tools.
The use of compressed air requires care,
caution and knowledge of elementary
safety rules. The use of pneumatic tools by
unqualified personnel is not permitted. Before
using stapler, read the instruction manual
carefully and consult a specialist if you have
any questions. Keep this manual carefully in
a place accessible for future reference. A user
who has not studied the instructions should
not be allowed to work with stapler. Only per-
sonnel who are experienced with equipment
that produces and uses compressed air may
be allowed to work. Compressed air is a
source of potential danger, so care must be
taken when using the compressor and pneu-
matic tools.

General instructions for safety

when working with a stapler

» Individuals who are at least 18 years old
(hereinafter referred to as the “user”), who
have undergone a medical examination
and are fit for health reasons to service
complex technical equipment, are allowed
to independently operate and maintain the
stapler. The user must know and practice
safe gun handling practices. To work with
a stapler, only persons who have been
instructed and trained in handling it should
be allowed.

» Stapler is made in accordance with the
state of the art, current safety standards
and is reliable in operation. However, this
does not exclude danger to the user and
unauthorized persons, as well as material
damage in the event of improper operation
and use for purposes other than those in-
tended.

Stapler must only be operated from the
compressed air supply. When doing so,
make sure that the maximum admissible
compressed air pressure specified in the
technical data is never exceeded. Stapler
must not be powered by explosive, flam-
mable or harmful compressed gases.

Use only consumables specified for this
gun.

Before repairing or servicing stapler, be
sure to disconnect the compressed air
supply hose.

When working with a gun, ricochet of con-
sumables (staples, nails) and material from
fastened structures is possible. To prevent
possible injury, the user and other workers
must wear special goggles with frontal and
side protection.

When working with a gun, it is necessary
to take measures to protect the organs of
hearing and vision, since prolonged expo-
sure to sound pressure and particles of the
air stream can cause damage to health. It
is recommended to wear ear protectors,
goggles and a hard hat.

ATTENTION! It is recommended to wear
comfortable clothing and shoes and avoid
loose or hemlined clothing that could catch
on moving parts of the air tool or com-
pressor. Long hair is recommended to be
collected in a bun or hidden under a head-
dress.

Cloth gloves and ties must not be worn
during operation, as they can cause seri-
ous injury if they get into the moving parts
of the compressor or gun.

Do not operate stapler near children or an-
imals.

Do not use stapler in the presence of
explosive vapors and gases in the atmo-
sphere.

Do not use stapler and compressor with-
out the safety devices provided by their
design.

Never move the compressor and gun with-
out turning off the compressed air supply.
Do not disassemble or modify stapler or
accessories. Any repairs must only be car-
ried out by qualified and trained personnel.
Do not remove or modify parts of stapler,
trigger, or pressure mechanism (safety).
This may cause the instrument to malfunc-
tion.

Do not operate the air tool if any part of
stapler, trigger, pressure mechanism (safe-
ty) is defective, missing or not working
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properly. Damaged parts, missing parts
must be fixed before starting work.

Use only original spare parts for repair and
maintenance of the stapler. Third party
parts may damage stapler.

Use only the types of consumables recom-
mended for this gun model. Use of other
types of consumables may cause stapler
to malfunction.

Hold the stapler by the handle only. Never
hold stapler by the body or by the trigger
(trigger) to avoid injury.

Always remember, stapler can be loaded!
Don’t play with a gun! Never point a gun at
yourself or another person or animal.
Handle stapler carefully on the edges of
material or thin material. A staple shot may
chip off a piece of material and ricochet.
Do not shoot at nails or staples that have
already been driven in, as this may spark
or damage stapler.

Use stapler only for its intended purpose.
Do not shoot staples (nails) into the air or
at materials that are too hard. Do not use
stapler body as a hammer.

Do not operate gun near flammable ma-
terials. A consumable (staple or nail) may
cause a spark when fired.

Do not place gun outlet against hands or
other body parts. An accidental shot can
severely injure your body parts.

Do not look into a loaded gun and wear
protective goggles when working with it!
Do not load consumables (staples, nails)
into stapler while the trigger is pressed or
the safety mechanism is off.

To get the best performance from your
gun, use the proper hoses and fittings.
Before switching on stapler, check the
tightness of all connections and the condi-
tion of the compressed air supply hose.
Disconnect compressed air supply to re-
lieve residual pressure when work is com-
pleted, before repairs are made, or before
loading consumables.

Disconnect stapler only after depressuriz-
ing the compressed air.

Keep your work area clean and tidy.

Keep your stapler clean and in good con-
dition.

Operate stapler only in a stable position.
Switch on the compressed air supply from
the supply system only after connecting
the hose to stapler.

Do not disconnect the hose when com-
pressed air is not blocked.

» At the end of the work, close the com-
pressed air supply and disconnect stapler
from the air line.

» Use stapler only for its intended purpose.
The manufacturer declines all responsi-
bility in case of damage to a person or
material property due to non-observance
of safety rules or use of stapler for other
purposes.

» Do not operate stapler on stairs, scaffold-
ing, or at heights.

» The air gun generates strong vibration
during operation. Therefore, prolonged
use and an uncomfortable body position
may adversely affect the hands, fingers
and joints of the operator. Stop using the
stapler immediately if you feel any pain
in your joints, numbness in your hands
and tingling in your fingers, or any other
discomfort. If these symptoms occur, stop
work immediately and consult a doctor im-
mediately.

» Before starting work, make sure that the
pressure in the compressed air supply sys-
tem corresponds to that required for this
gun (see section “General technical data”).

Connecting and working with sta-

pler

Attention! Before connecting stapler to the air

supply, make sure the compressor is turned

off. Wear ear protection, protective goggles
and sturdy non-slip shoes when handling sta-
pler. Do not use gun without lubrication!

General instructions and gun con-

nection

» Stapler must be connected to a com-
pressed air supply system, consisting of:
an air compressor, a pressure regulator, a
lubricator, an air filter (moisture separator),
pressure gauges, pipelines and other com-
ponents and parts.

» To ensure reliable and safe operation of
stapler during the entire service life, we
recommend that you install a device for
forced lubrication - a lubricator - into the
compressed air supply system.

» The compressed air supplied to stapler
must be dry and clean, with the right
amount of oil.

» The maximum length of the compressed
air hose to stapler must not exceed 10 m.

» The compressed air supply hose must
have an appropriate section and provide
the required performance. It is recom-
mended to use hoses with a diameter of at

least 10 mm.

» Use only original hoses, accessories.

» In order to guarantee the effective opera-
tion of stapler, it is necessary that the max-
imum compressed air pressure does not
exceed the set value.

» Compressed air pressure greater than
the specified value can disable stapler or
cause rapid wear of its parts.

» Compressed air pressure below the value
specified in the characteristics reduces the
performance of stapler.

Grease gun

» Attention! In order for stapler to remain
operational for a long time, it must be reg-
ularly and in sufficient quantities lubricated
with special oil for pneumatic tools.

» Stapler can be lubricated in any of the fol-
lowing ways:

- By manually introducing, before each use of

stapler, from three to six drops of oil into the

fitting hole;

- Using a lubricator installed in the com-

pressed air supply system.

Loading stapler

» Attention! Disconnect the hose coupling
from the fitting.

» Prepare the consumable (staple). Press
the latch and slide the magazine back.
Install a set of staples (or nails) onto the
magazine clip. Make sure the staple pins
are pointing down. Staple sets must be
clean and free from mechanical damage.

» Press the latch, slide the magazine for-
ward, and close the loaded stapler clip.

Working with a gun

» Wear ear protection, protective goggles
and sturdy non-slip shoes when handling
stapler. It is recommended to wear a hel-
met to protect your head.

> Attention! Remember, stapler can be
loaded.

» Attention! To avoid injury or damage, do
not press the contact safety mechanism
(pressure contact area) on your hands or
other parts of your body. This is dangerous
and could result in injury if you accidentally
pull the trigger.

» Pour a few drops of oil from the oiler into

the fitting. If a lubricator is provided in the

compressed air supply system, stapler will
be lubricated automatically.

Connect the hose coupler to stapler fitting.

Open the valve and, holding stapler by the

handle, apply compressed air.

» Use the pressure regulator with pressure

vy
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gauge to adjust the compressed air pres-

sure for stapler.

Holding stapler securely by the handle,

press the contact safety mechanism

against a test specimen, such as a wood-
en board. Pull the trigger and fire a shot.

The brace will fly out of the contact safety

mechanism hole and enter the wooden

board.

It must be ensured that the maximum com-

pressed air pressure specified in stapler

specifications is never exceeded.

If the trial use of the stapler showed its

normal technical condition, then you can

start working with it.

Upon completion of work, it is necessary

to disconnect stapler from the compressed

air supply system and discharge it (remove
the set of staples from the magazine).

Clearing stuck staples

» Shut off the air supply to the system and
disconnect the flexible hose from the tool.

» If the staple is stuck in the spout area, use
pliers to remove it.

» If the staples is stuck in the store, then
move the pusher in the store; remove the
stuck staples; return the pusher to the re-
verse position.

Maintenance
Attention! When performing any mainte-
nance operations, disconnect stapler from the
compressed air supply. The stapler requires
constant maintenance and careful care. This
will be the key to the normal operation of sta-
pler and eliminate possible injuries. To prevent
fire, always dispose of wiping materials used
when lubricating stapler to a fireproof area.

» To ensure long and trouble-free operation
of stapler and your personal safety:

— Before starting work, always check the

general technical condition of stapler by visual

inspection and test run;

— Check the serviceability of the compressed

air supply system;

— Regularly check and clean the air filter of

the air supply system.

— Regularly lubricate all hose connections;

— Daily drain the condensate from the filter

and compressor;

— Check the tightening of all threaded con-

nections of stapler and, if necessary, tighten

them;

— Periodically and before connecting stapler

to the air supply system, blow out the hose

with a powerful pressure of compressed air.

This procedure is important and necessary
so that moisture does not get into stapler.
Moisture can corrode the metal parts of
stapler.
If stapler is not automatically lubricated
by the compressed air system lubricator,
three to six drops of oil must be manually
injected with an oil can into the fitting hole
before each use of stapler.
After finishing work with stapler, clean it
from dust, dirt and moisture.
Perform a complete cleaning of the com-
pressed air supply system at least once a
month.
Service
» Have your device repaired only by
qualiffed personnel and only with original
spare parts. This ensures the safety of the
instrument.

Storage and transportation
Store an unloaded stapler fully assembled.
» Keep stapler away from heat, direct sun-
light, or high humidity.
Before storing, disconnect stapler from the
compressed air supply, discharge, clean
and lubricate it.
Stapler should be stored in a closed ven-
tilated area in the absence of climatic
factors (atmospheric precipitation, high hu-
midity and dust content) at an air tempera-
ture not lower than +1 °C and not higher
than +40 °C with a relative air humidity not
higher than 80%
Products can be transported by any type of
closed transport in the manufacturer’s pack-
aging or without it, while preserving the prod-
uct from mechanical damage, precipitation.

To customers (users) of warranty service:

1. This warranty certificate is the only docu-
ment that confirms your right to free warranty
service. If this proof is not presented, no
claims will be accepted. Warranty certificates
cannot be recovered if lost or damaged.

2. It is required to provide a valid and legal
document for purchasing the product. The
document must have the name or seal of the
sales company; at the same time, state the
full model name of the purchased P.I.T. prod-
uct, the serial number on the nameplate of the
fuselage, and the date of purchase, and the
required warranty. The whole machine and its
accessories.

The warranty period:

1. The warranty period of the product is 12
months from the date of sale. During the
warranty period, the service department
will eliminate manufacturing defects free of
charge and replace the parts that fail due to
the manufacturer’s fault. In warranty repair, an
equivalent operable product is not provided.
Replaceable parts become the property of the
service provider.

2. The wear degree on the diameter of the
motor rotor commutator is less than 0.4 mm
(except for brushless motor tools), and the
internal damage caused by the quality of the
tool belongs to the warranty.
